Anishnawbe Health Toronto Receives $1.5 Million Grant

In August, Anishnawbe Health Toronto, one of the facilities where I provide weekly group art therapy sessions, was awarded a planning and design grant in order to consolidate its three clinics into one structure. The purpose is to better serve the 85,000 Aboriginal men, women and children who live in the GTA.
“As a fully accredited community health centre, AHT offers access to health care practitioners from many disciplines including Traditional Healers, Elders and Medicine People. Ancient ceremonies and traditions, intrinsic to our health care model are available. Our work with the homeless has evolved from early directions of crisis intervention to our current efforts of working with those who seek to escape homelessness.
